Four Marketing Ambassadors work with the
Lieutenant Governor of Marketing to build teams of
Toastmasters to participate in new club kick-off
(ak.a “demonstration”) meetings. Some
Demonstration Team members have prior
experience in this area, while others are new to this
role. Team members are trained, and the specific
group that participatesin a particular kick-off
meeting is assembled with the type of club in mind
(corporate, community, college, etc.). Marketing
Ambassadors may use this opportunity to conduct a
High Performance Leadership project (a
requirement for Advanced Leader certification.)

(Coaches are
appointed by the District Governor.) If your club
has more than 12 members, but still needs help,
please speak to your Area Governor, Division
Governor, or another member of the Leadership
Team.
