District 28 Marketing Team

The District 28 Marketing Program for 2006-2007 is a team effort, designed to provide opportunities for numerous members to improve their own leadership and speaking skills.

“More seasoned” Toastmasters will work with newer members (those with untapped leadership potential) in order to encourage and cultivate our future leaders. Marketing Team members will serve as new club Mentors and Sponsors, conduct educational sessions, and present manual speeches. The District 28 Marketing Team is composed of Marketing Ambassadors and Kick-off Teams.  There are eight Marketing Ambassadors – one for each Division in District 28 – supervising Kick-off teams and new club formation.  The exception is Division F to which two Marketing Ambassadors have been assigned due to the breadth of the division.  

Marketing Ambassadors are encouraged to use this opportunity to conduct a High Performance Leadership Project, which is a requirement for Advanced Leader certification. The Marketing Ambassadors work with the Lieutenant Governor of Marketing (LGM) to build Kick-off Teams to participate in new club demonstration meetings. All the Division Governors are involved in the program, either as a Marketing Ambassador or as a member of a Kick-off Team.

Kick-off Teams: Some team members will have prior experience in this area, while others will be new to this role. Team members will be trained, and the specific group that participates in a particular kick-off meeting will be assembled with the type of club in mind (corporate, community, college, etc.). Kick-off Team members will have opportunities to serve as a club Sponsor or Mentor, which fulfills another portion of the requirement for Advanced Leader Silver certification. 

Toastmasters wishing to be a Sponsor or Mentor this year will need to be part of a Marketing/Kick-off Team. District 28 club members who provide a new club prospect and wish to be involved in the club’s formation will be added to a team.

Marketing Trainers: Individuals with solid backgrounds as a Mentor and/or Sponsor, and in conducting demonstration meetings, will serve as trainers for the Kick-off Teams.
